DAMAGE POLICY

As a condition of rental, financial arrangements must be made in advance. This business depends upon reimbursement from customers for
the costs of damage incurred with watercraft rentals. Financial responsibility on the part of each customer must be determined in advance.

The costs of damage can be devastating. Renters are responsible for all damage that occurs to the watercraft up to and including the
replacement cost of the watercraft. Renters are also responsible for any damage to the property of others.

From our years of rental experience we estimate that the risk of damage can be reduced by at least 95% when renters follow this advice:

1. STAY IN OPEN DEEP WATER; KEEP AT LEAST 100 FEET AWAY FROM THE SHORELINE; DO NOT OPERATE IN LESS THAN
TWO FEET OF WATER. If there is evidence that the watercraft has been beached, we will haul the boat out of the water to inspect the
bottom. If damage is found, a haul out fee of $105 and a damage charge of at least $250 will be assessed.

2. Do not tie along side other vessels nor allow any other vessels to tie along side you. If you decide to tie up to another vessel it is imperative
that you use the bumpers and mooring lines that have been provided.

3. Do not approach any other docks. If you choose to go to a foreign dock, against our advice, it is imperative that you use the bumpers and
mooring lines that have been provided.

4. When approaching our docks, wait for an attendant to assist you. DO NOT GET IN A HURRY! We will watch for you and meet you as
soon as possible. Stop the boat 100 or more feet from the dock and wait for us to wave you in. If you like we will come to you and bring the
boat to dock. If you have to wait because other boats are ahead of you coming in please be patient. We will not charge you for any time that
you are waiting.

5. Fuel only at the Lessor’s docks. If you fuel elsewhere it will be at your own risk. If you get any bad fuel or fail to check and refill oil or
other fluid levels you will be responsible for any damage and/or repairs to the watercraft.

6. In the case of a breakdown do not allow the boat to reach the shoreline. Throw out the anchor and flag a passing boater. Call our office a
nd we will come to assist you.

7. Do not jump the waves of other boats. When you see a large wave approaching, slow down and approach the wave at a 45 degree angle.
Load the watercraft with the heaviest passengers to the rear of the boat. Keep the bow riding as high as possible.

Check your watercraft thoroughly before your departure. You will be charged immediately upon your return for any damage to the watercraft.
The watercraft is digitally photographed at the beginning of each rental day. If there are any questions about existing damage, these photos
will be used to determine whether any new damage has occurred to the watercraft.

Do not approach any other docks. Over 90% of all damage occurs at docks. If you choose to stop at a dock it is at your own risk. Any

damage to the watercraft from another dock will result in loss of your deposit. When approaching our docks, wait for an attendant to assist you.
We will watch for you and meet you as soon as possible. Stop the boat 100 or more feet from the dock and wait for us to wave you in. If you
like we will come to you and bring the boat to our dock. If you have to wait because other boats are ahead of you coming in please be patient.
We will not charge you for any time that you are waiting.

Fuel only at the Lessor’s docks. If you choose to fuel elsewhere, you will assume responsibility for proper mixture, fluid levels, etc. If engine

problems occur after refueling at an unauthorized fuel stop, we will keep your deposit until such time as it can be determined that the problem
is not related to the fuel stop.
